▪ license fees for the right to conduct geological exploration

and mining

➢ Exploration bonus used to be:

gold – 23 400 USD non-ferrous metals – 11 700 USD

ferrous metals – 4 680 USD non-metals – 1 170 USD

➢ Mining bonus – 0,1 % cost of proven reserves)

▪ Land tax for the allotments for geological exploration
(50-100 USD/ha) 500 ha area would cost ≈ $25-50K

▪ Custom payments and duties for temporary import, import of

equipment, material and technical resources necessary for the

implementation of geological exploration
